This Report on Sustainable Development Initiatives at Tecnoldgico
de Monterrey presents the evidence of how our community remains
committed to this responsibility, and makes progress through tangible
results to comply with our commitment. As in previous editions of the
Report, the objective is to make known the actions we have carried out
with our allies during the preceding two years in favor of sustainable
development in Mexico. These pages also hope to inspire a larger
number of our Iinstitutional participants to become familiar with the
results of the initiatives and their scope, thus triggering more alliances,
solutions, and opportunities to benefit a greater number of individuals
and communities.

For more than twenty years, Tecnoldgico de
Monterrey has promoted digital inclusion in
Mexico through various initiatives. In 2021,
these efforts were strengthened by Tec's joining
the Edison Alliance, a platform of the World
Economic Forum that seeks to eradicate the
planet's digital gap, accepting the challenge of
positively impacting the life of 500,000 people
by December of 2025..

The digital inclusion initiative is part of these
efforts to narrow the digital gap in Mexico by
implementing programs focused on three lines
of action:

Digital laboratories

The Implementation of digital laboratories
permits equipping locations with technology
and serving people who are excluded from the
digital world. In this manner, they gain access
to computers, educational platforms, and

Internet connections, to the benefit of their

digital literacy, development of technological

skills, training, and additional services. Some
types of these laboratories are listed below:

In joint form with the Esperanza Neighborhood
Association, 3 digital laboratories were set up
and 20 computers were donated for serving
100 people, including children, youth, and
senior citizens in the Cerro de la Campana
community in Monterrey (Nuevo Ledn).

In 2023, an alliance was formalized
with Computer Aid and Dell Technologies;
the operation of Monterrey's first digital
solar laboratory is expected to begin in the
Campana-Altamira community.

Virtual learning center

The Virtual learning center s a social
program that seeks to generate educational
opportunities for developing communities in
Latin America, as well as for Spanish-speaking
communities in the United States. Through
Its programs, the Center seeks to narrow the
digital gap, promote digital inclusion and/
or literacy, encourage equality, increase
awareness of environmental care, incentivize
entrepreneurship and financial education,
and, lastly, to promote sustainable
development in communities. As part of its
activities, access Is given to open courses
and educational resources, in alliance with
the community centers; allies and partners
interested in benefiting their communities
are trained. Between 2022 and 2023, the
Center benefited 11,492 individuals through
Its spaces with Internet access, 136 courses
in digital literacy, and 4 courses on the
use of digital tools to diagnose, address,
and/or solve academic lags. The Center
also offered 12 conferences, 15 in-person
training courses, and 226 educational
videos for promoting access to quality
education for all.

Inspiring the next generation of innovators

Aims at strengthening STEAM  skills
(science, technology, engineering, art, and
mathematics) while developing creativity
and technological innovation among 12- and
13-year-olds. To reach this goal, the program
promotes the assembly of robotics Kits,
access to educational materials and resources,
and the assistance of specialized mentors
to ensure that the participating students
learn digital skills. RoboCreators gave two
courses on digital literacy to 85 students
and another two courses on the use of
digital tools to diagnose, address, and/or

The 2025 Plan for Sustainability and Climate
Change at Tecnoldgico de Monterrey, better
known as Ruta Azul, is our climate roadmap
for contributing to a sustainable future,
making usamodel institution in sustainability.

This initiative seeks to decrease significantly
single-use plastics, from their origin, through
three actions: 1) To eliminate 100% of the
bottled water supply at events and cafeterias
operated by Tec de Monterrey; 2) to implement
a circular system for eliminating in the first
year 50% of the disposables used in cafeterias
operated by Tec; and 3) to work progressively
with suppliers and concessionaires to share
the same sustainability goals. Strategies such
as increasing the number of water fountains
Oon campuses; ensuring water quality, and
iIncorporating technology for improved taste;
implementing TecFood2Go, a circular system
of returnable containers that decreases the
use of disposables in cafeterias; carrying
out a campaign on the impact of single-use
plastics to promote alternatives and foster
a sustainable culture; and to distribute the
sustainable events gquide for the institution's
main events, have reduced by 58% the
acquisition of disposables in Tec cafeterias
and prevented the use of more than
300,000 plastic bottles at the national level.
